This has been a momentous 18 months for DanceHE in which we have launched the new face of the organisation together with the new website www.dancehe.org.uk. Please sign up now as a member institution on the website if you haven’t already done so.  

Please distribute these among your colleagues including part-time and visiting lecturers encouraging them to join the dancehe@jiscmail.ac.uk e-list and to involve themselves in our subject association.  

Throughout the year the DanceHE committee have continued to represent dance in higher education at events organised by HEA, AHRC and HEFCE.  We also continue to collaborate with a range of partners to offer workshops and seminars on a number of issues of concern to dance educationalists. 

We are writing to remind you that subscription fees are now due for your membership of the ‘STANDING CONFERENCE FOR DANCE IN HIGHER EDUCATION’.  We are now introducing a tiered membership to the organisation as follows:

1) INSTITUTIONAL MEMBERSHIP £200 per year; full membership for department colleagues from one institution, with full membership access rights and voting rights to the organisation.

2) INDIVIDUAL MEMBERSHIP £90 per year; this is ideal for individuals where there is a single member or two members of staff in the department or for an associate lecturer who may work across different institutions. This membership has full membership access rights and voting rights to the organisation. Institution e-mail as proof of identity is required

3) ASSOCIATE MEMBERSHIP £50 per year; This is ideal for research assistants, PhD students and other associates connected to HE institutions who wish to become more informed with regard to the nature of the organisation, its work and some of its resources. This membership has restricted membership access rights and no voting rights to the organisation. Institution e-mail as proof of identity is required

4) HONORARY MEMBERSHIP FREE – This is for individuals and organisations who have been elected by the board as honorary members, to help support and represent the ethos/ identity of the subject.
